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NOISY PENDANTS OF THE BALTS, SARMATIANS, AND GERMANS

The review of noisy pendants in the eastern part of our continent conducted in the presented article allows us
to draw the following conclusions: 1. The majority of noisy pendants made of bronze plates belong to the
Finno-Ugric tribes of the early Middle Ages. Similar in appearance noisy pendants from the Masurian Lake
District came to the bearers of the traditions of the Masurian cultural group, most likely from the Finno-Ugric
tribal area. Horseshoe-shaped cast noisy belt pendants came to Masuria from the area of the Germanic tribes.
2. Ringed pendants, connected to each other as part of burials and hoards of the bearers of the West Baltic
kurgans culture of the Late Bronze Age and Early Iron Age, are called "noisy" conditionally. Such ring struc-
tures were created, possibly, for their compact placement in burial pits and as part of hoards. 3. Possibly, the
spiral ring from burial Do-147 is also connected to the fibula for compactness. Early cases of combining ring-
shaped jewelry with bow-shaped and other fibulae in Sarmatian Crimea were most likely purely decorative. 4.
Noisy ring-shaped pendants in Scandinavia of the Viking Age undoubtedly have a cult significance associated
with the shamanic rituals of the cult of Odin. The discovery of a whip with such a pendant at the Kl. Kaup
burial ground (Sambia) is clearly associated with the Scandinavian cultural and ethnic impulse.
